History of Roberts Rules

* Inthe mid to late 1800’s, parliamentary procedure used in
“deliberative assemblies” across the US was quite varied, conflicting
and inconsistent.

* Henry Martyn Robert, an Army engineering officer, was asked to
preside over a public church meeting in his community.

* He did not have any experience in this matter, the meeting
embarrassed him, and Henry swore that he would never preside
over another meeting until he knew parliamentary law.

* Few books on the subject were available at the time, and different
parts of the country had differing ideas of what was correct
procedure.

* To bring one consistent version that could be used by all across the
country, he decided to write Robert's Rules of Order.

* The first edition was published as a “pocket manual” in 1876.

e Qver the years the manual has been modified and expanded. It’s
last edition ( 11th) was published in 2011.



Why use Robert’s Rules?

 Facilitates discussions, encourages participation and group decision making

« Makes meetings run more productive in given time period

« Able to document a clear path of conversation through minutes of discussion

« Instead of a facilitator running the meeting, Roberts Rules do. No one person
can lead to a given outcome.
